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NEW ABERDEEN LANGSTANE OFFICE

As we go to press, progress on Langstane’s new
Headquarters in King Street, Aberdeen, is proceeding apace.
The Main Contractors, CHAP Construction, have finished
the structure, and are getting on with the fitting out of
the interior.

The building is due to be completed at the beginning of July,
and staff will move in to the 3 storey building over the summer.

The move, so long looked forward to, should provide staff with
a modern building in which to deliver a first class customer
service.

MAINTENANCE ISSUES

‘ Secondary Locks

If you want to fit a secondary lock, permission will
usually be given on the condition that one key for the
lock is given to us for use in emergency situations.

Furthermore, if you require additional keys for your
existing lock, these can be bought from the Association
for the sum of £6.00 per key, paid in advance.

Keeping appointments -

Annual Gas Safety Check
Every year about 30 people die from carbon monoxide
poisoning caused by gas appliances and flues which
have not been properly installed or maintained. Many
others also suffer ill health. When gas does not burn
properly, as with other fuels such as coal, wood or oil,
excess carbon monoxide is produced, which is poisonous.
You can't see it. You can't taste it. You can’t even smell
it. But carbon monoxide can kill without warning in just
a matter of hours. You are at risk of carbon monoxide
poisoning if your appliance is not working properly,
there is not enough fresh air in the room or your chimney
or flue gets blocked up.

All gas consumers are advised to have appliances
checked for safety at least every 12 months by a CORGI-
registered installer in order to prevent carbon monoxide
poisoning. Langstane through our central heating
contractors Heatcare, provide this annual safety check
for all tenants who have gas. In spite of this many
tenants fail to keep appointments for the safety check.
Stuart Smart, our Property Services Manager says, “It
is as usual a minority that cause the problems. My
message to those few is we will gain access to your flat
to carry out the safety check through usage of a master
key. Broken appointments are very costly, and the costs
will be recharged to anyone who fails to keep the
appointment. We are flexible and will try to make sure
we arrange times that suit you. Just pick up the phone.
It's as simple as that.”

Aberdeenshire charge for special (bulky) waste uplifts and fridge
/ freezer disposal. A special uplift (normally up to 4 bulky household
items, such as sofa and chairs) is £19.50.

Dreaming of how that spare room or
attic could be useful if only you could tidy the clutter, thinking about
how much time you could spend in the garden if you could just get
it clear. Well, why not Reuse and Recycle this summer by clearing out
the clutter to give yourself some more space.

There are some great ways to help others while you perform your clear
out, old clothes, books, CDs and bric-a-brac in good condition can be
donated to your local charity shop. Old furniture, bicycles and items
in good working order can be donated for reuse and household
computer equipment can be recycled through local charities.
Broken furniture, scrap metal, paints and chemicals can be taken to
Recycling Centres along with rubble and turf from the garden. Visit
www.sort-it.org.uk to find the nearest place to reuse and recycle items
in your area.

You can also use your brown bin to recycle grass cuttings, flowers and
plants, branches, twigs, leaves and hedge trimmings. Please remember
that the garden waste is being composted, so we are unable to accept
plastic bags of any kind. If you wish to wrap material, please use
newspaper or paper bags. Please do not overfill your bin, or fill it with
materials such as soil, turf, rubble or hardcore.

A Councillor can hold a public meeting
called a surgery to discuss problems or issues relating to Council
responsibilities. Council responsibilities include refuse collection,
recycling, transports and roads, community facilities and parks
among other things.

Applying For Langstane
Housing - We are leaving
Homechoice

Langstane are withdrawing from the Homechoice combined
waiting list. Up until now, if you wanted to be housed with
Langstane in the Aberdeen Housing Market Area you were
required to complete a Homechoice Application Form. The
areas covered by the Aberdeen Housing Market area were
Aberdeen, Ellon, Inverurie, Kemnay and Stonehaven. In late
May, early June 2007, we started writing to 4900 plus
Langstane applicants on Homechoice to tell them that we
are withdrawing from it and advising them to complete one
of our own application forms if they still want to be considered
for housing.

In a recent poll eight out of ten people think that affordable
rented housing is in short supply and that the government
must inject more cash into providing homes for people. In
view of the recent elections in Scotland various housing
pressure groups are urging the Scottish Parliament to take
heed of the publics concerns over housing and place
providing good quality, affordable homes at the heart of
the parliaments spending priorities.

This news for more affordable housing highlights the problems
registered social landlords like Langstane face in housing people.
In Scotland, over 200,000 people are on housing waiting lists,
while over 8,000 households are in temporary accommodation.
Constant increases in house prices has led to thousands of first
time buyers struggling to get onto the property ladder, while
some owners are increasingly overstretched after four interest
rate rises since last summer. For example between 2005 - 2006
the average house prices in Aberdeen and Elgin rose by 27%
(£134,907 to £171,767) and 24% (£117,846 to £146,509)
respectively. In addition to this rents for properties in the private
sector in Aberdeen have according to recent figures risen by
more than £1,000 a year in the last 12 months. The average
rental figure for a one bedroom flat has now reached the £500
a month mark. These figures suggest that demand for rented
property in the social and private sectors is now greater than the
amount of properties available.

At Langstane we are beginning to see the effects of the above
situation in terms of increasing numbers on our housing list
coupled with a reduction in the amount of existing tenants that
are moving on. During April 2006 — March 2007, we housed an
average of 30 people per month. Recent figures show that this
has reduced to 21 people per month, a reduction of 30% and
we expect this trend to continue. We believe that people who
would in the past have either bought or rented privately are now
being priced out of these markets and are now applying for
housing with us. This is coupled with the fact that existing
Langstane tenants who in the past would have left us to buy
properties are finding it harder to do this due to the increasing
house prices. We will as a developing association continue to
build new properties to address this.

Senior Allocations Officer, Mike Murray informed Langstane
News, “Demand for public housing in the North East is a growing
problem. Too many people chasing too few properties will
inevitably lead to higher priced properties both in the private
rented sector and home ownership markets. The recent increase
to the population from other European Union countries has also
affected the situation. At Langstane we continue to explore and
implement ways in which good affordable housing becomes
available and | would welcome any Government intervention
which addresses this growing shortage of housing.”

ﬁ RENTS INCREASE BY 5.5%

All tenants were recently given an opportunity to air their views
regarding the annual rent increase. The Langstane Committee of
Management was shown all comments received tenants regarding
the proposed increase and decided to proceed with a 5.5% increase
rather than the proposed 5.7%. This took effect from 1 July 2007.
The revised increase was a direct result of the comments received
from tenants. While it is still higher than previous increases it
signifies an attempt by the Association to recognise the challenges
which rent increases pose for many of our client group. We have
listed answers to a couple of the most frequently asked questions
about rent increases.

Q1 Why do Langstane rents increase above the rate of
inflation?

Langstane rents increase above inflation for a variety of reasons.
The main reason is many of our costs increase above the annual
rate of inflation, for example maintenance and repairs costs which
account for 40% of our total expenditure.

Q2 Why does Langstane have higher rent increases than
Moray and Aberdeenshire Councils?

Rent increases across councils and housing associations are set by
their respective rent setting policies. As individual, independent
organisations councils and housing associations have no obligation
to set their rents at similar levels.

As housing providers they have to set out business plans in order
to make sure that their housing stock can be maintained and
approved over a period of time. The main source of financing these

long term housing maintenance issues is through rent setting policy
which also includes annual rent increases. Langstane like Moray
and Aberdeenshire Councils have agreed levels of annual rent
increases. These are as follows:

Langstane Housing Association

Rate of Inflation plus maximum 1.5%

Aberdeenshire Council

Council agreed to rent increases of:

Rate of Inflation plus maximum 3% - 2004/2005
Rate of Inflation plus maximum 3% - 2005/2006
Rate of Inflation plus maximum 2% - 2006/2007
They will review further rent increases

Moray Council

Rate of Inflation plus maximum 1% - To be reviewed
As you can see, Langstane rents increase at a lower rate than
Aberdeenshire Council. However Aberdeenshire’s 2006/2007 rent
increased by 4.4% which is lower than Langstane’s 5.5%. This is
due to the fact that the rate of inflation varies each month.
Langstane and Aberdeenshire use different months when choosing
the rate of inflation.

The rent levels are all different because all three organisations have
different types of stock and different methods of operation.
Langstane still build new properties while Moray and Aberdeenshire
do not. This and a whole range of factors have an influence on
rent levels and increase.

PET POLICY - OUTCOME OF TENANT CONSULTATION

All tenants were recently asked to give their views with
regards to the introduction of a formal Pet Policy to reduce
the current level of problems encountered by the
Association’s tenants and Association staff alike in relation
to pets and scheme management.

The majority of tenants favour Option 1 which is the phased
introduction of a Pets Policy which would permit the homing
of only one dog or cat per tenancy in those properties
considered by the Association to be suitable, if we do decide
to alter the current procedure.

OPTION 1

The phased introduction of a Pets Policy which would permit the
homing of only one dog or cat per tenancy in those properties
considered by the Association to be suitable.

The homing of smaller domestic pets in multiple numbers to be
at the discretion of the Customer Services Director / Neighbourhood
Services Manager.

OPTION 2

The phased introduction of a Pets policy which would not permit
the homing of dogs or cats in any of the Association's properties.
The homing of smaller domestic pets as above. An exception
would apply to either option to take account of the homing of
‘Seeing or Hearing' dogs.

Existing pet owners who have permission will not be asked to
get rid of their pets.

CONCLUSION

Pet policy consultation forms were sent out to all 2443 tenants
along with the proposed rent increase consultation on the week
commencing 19 March 2007. Responses had to be returned by
the deadline of 23 April 2007. We received 307 responses and
220 (72%) favoured either keeping things as they are or Option
1 and 87 (28%) favoured Option 2.

Thanks to all of you who took the time to forward your views on
the matter. It was greatly appreciated. We will inform you of what
we will be doing once the Management Committee have analysed
the results and made a final decision.

Rent Increase Awareness

Rent increase letters have now been delivered to all Langstane
tenants, with the increase due to commence on 1st July
2007. Points to consider with regards to payments:

1. Direct Debits — will automatically be increased by
the Association.

2. Standing orders — Tenants have to make sure they
increase their payments with their bank.

3.  Weekly Payments by Cash/Allpay card — Tenants
have to be aware that with the increase, they will
have to increase their weekly payments.

4, Repayment Agreements: Tenants with agreements
have to make sure that they increase their payments
each month to cover the increase.

5. Housing Benefit — All tenants in receipt of Housing
Benefit have to make sure their Benefit Office is
aware of their details and rent increase. Please
contact the Association if you are unsure what your
new weekly rent will be.

6. AllIPay Cards — All tenants have been sent new Allpay
cards. This re-issue is due to Allpay having terminated
its contract with “Paypoint”. The new Rent Allpay
card is accepted at all Post Offices and outlets
displaying the “Payzone and E-Pay Signs”. This can
be seen at www.allpayments.net. On receipt of your
new card, please destroy your old card.

7. Rent Arrears — If any tenant, for whatever reason,
gets into financial difficulty, we would ask them to
contact the Housing Services Team in Langstane as
soon as possible, so assistance and guidance can be
given. If you do not seek assistance or inform anyone,
you are in danger of incurring additional expenses
from Court action and face the possibility of losing
your home.

What is a Credit Union?

A credit union is a financial co-operative owned by its members.
It has a volunteer Board of Directors that are democratically elected
by the membership at the Annual General Meeting. The aim of
the credit union is to encourage members to save and give them
access to borrowing at low rates of interest. Profits pay for running
costs of the credit union and to members.

Is my money safe in a Credit Union?

Credit Unions are regulated by the Financial Services Authority.
Members’ savings are protected by the Financial Services
Compensation Scheme. The credit union is under the jurisdiction
of the Financial Services Authority. Accounts are audited annually
by certified auditor. All volunteers must sign insurance and
confidentiality forms.

What does a Credit Union offer?

An easy way to save and borrow. Personal accounts can be opened
for adult and junior (those under 16) members. Annual dividends
/ interest paid annually depending on how much profit is made.
Free assurance benefits in the event of death on all adult accounts
for savings and loans.

Members need to build up savings and can then borrow against
them. Loans are offered within the credit unions lending policy and
the members’ ability to repay. Loan interest is charged at 12.68%
APR, which is 1% on the reducing balance per month. Members
continue to save when they borrow.

Apply for a £250 loan against your savings over 52 weeks
at end of November; increase your weekly pay in to £7 per week.
By the end of the loan period loan is repaid, loan will have cost
you £15.75 in interest, and your savings would have increased to
£208.25
